     It is that time of year for many school districts in the State of Illinois to 

begin the process to look at how to balance the budget for the upcoming 
school year.   As most are aware, the EAV (equalized assessed valuation) 

for Somonauk District #432 has gone down for the past 3 years and is pre-

dicted to drop another 6.5% for the next year.  Since a majority of our dis-
trictsô operating budget comes from this local revenue, it has caused signifi-

cant budget concerns for the district the past several years and will continue 
to do so at least for the foreseeable future.  As a result the district will again 

take measures to reduce the budget deficit by cutting costs where we can.  
 

Please know that this is one of the most important responsibilities of the 

board of education and the district Superintendent, and we do not take that 
responsibility lightly.  Any decisions made on behalf of the district are made 

after careful and deliberate consideration of our students and staff in mind.  
Countless hours are being spent by the Board and administration team 

evaluating various options, and the impact of any cuts on our students, 

staff, and community is always front and center in our discussions.   
 

We have an obligation to provide the best possible education experience to 
our kids, offering as many programs and options as possible, with the re-

sources we have available to us. In the past 3 years, we have seen district 
revenues go down significantly (our revenues are currently $500,000 less 

than they were back in 2007) and we have been able to keep most pro-

grams available to our students by working with our staff to develop flexible 
and creative options wherever possible. We are proud that during this  

period, we have even been recognized for several awards by ISBE for aca-
demic excellence.

     The Meteor Lodge #283 Ancient Free and Accepted 
Masonôs of Sandwich will be holding an Illinois Child Identi-
fication Program at the Somonauk Preschool and Kinder-
garten registration on Thursday, March 1st at St. Johnôs 
Lutheran in Somonauk.  
     The appointment times are Thurs. from 10:00 to 
6:30p.m. After your child is screened or completed Kindergarten registration, parents 
are welcome to participate in this program held by experts as the ñpremier child identifi-
cation program.ò  
    Parents are given a color photo, DNA sample, fingerprints, and a recorded interview 
with the child. The IL CHIP program keeps only the parental permission form. Unlike 
screening, children from 2-18 are eligible and is free. 
 
 

Preschool Screening and Kindergarten Registration  
 

 Preschool screening and  Kindergarten registration will be held on Thursday, 
March 1st and Friday, March 2nd at St. Johnôs Lutheran Church on Green Street (behind 
the fire station). Children aged 3, 4, and 5 are eligible for screening. The areas of 
screening include vision, hearing, speech, and development. Screening is an excellent 
opportunity for parents and educators to discuss skills that are necessary for early 
school success. In order for children to be considered for our preschool programs, they 
must be screened on these dates. Appointments can be made by calling (815)498-2338 
ext323. Please be prepared with your childôs name, birth date, desired date and appoint-
ment time, and most importantly your phone number.  
 
 Kindergarten registration for the 2012 -2013 school year will be held at the same 
time and location . Children must be 5 on or before September 1st, 2011 to be regis-
tered for Kindergarten. Parents need to bring their childôs county birth certificate and so-
cial security number to registration.  In accordance with state law, hospital birth cer-
tificates  are not acceptable . If you are new to the district, you will also need to show 
proof of residency at this time. This is done by filling out a Certificate of Residence form 
and showing at least three of the following:  
    1. Driverôs license 
    2. Home ownership title or deed 
    3. Apartment lease 
    4. Voter registration  
    5. Utility bills (water, gas, electric)  
    6. Automobile insurance 
 
Parents with questions or concerns about children aged 2 ½ or younger may 
also call the above number for a screening appointment.
